COMMISSION REPORTS:
	Stewardship (Randy):
		- Time and Talent Fair is approaching (weekend of Oct. 1st and 2nd). They'd like all commissions to have their own table set up and provide treats (preferably from the 'Cookies' cookbook that has been for sale recently as a fundraiser for Kids Against Hunger)
		- Amanda will be in charge of creating the tri-fold for the Pastoral Council table for this fair and will organize volunteers to sit at the table after both masses.
	Faith Formation:
		- All catechists are secured, with two extra.  Classes for 4th-12th grades begin Wednesday, Sept. 28 and classes for K-3rd grades begin Sunday, Oct. 2nd.
	Finance Commission Report (Troy Louwagie):  
		- Reviewed both Annual Budget and July Statements.
		- Adult budget up $18K total income over budget amount.  Expenses also went up, but income exceeded expenses by about $16K, which is good.  Because this has been the recent trend, the budget amount for adult income has been increased as well.
		- We will have to pay approximately $8K-$10K in interest. This needs to be put in budget.
		- Money is tight again this year.  We have a drain issue, ongoing maintenance issues, etc.  We will have to wait and see what happens.

NEW BUSINESS: 
	Sharing of Goals with Commission Members: All Commissions had approximately 3 to 4 members come to the Pastoral Council meeting so we could share goals for the next fiscal year. Goals need to be assigned to a Commission(s),
 and we needed to make sure everyone is on the same page and no goal is overlooked.  We broke into groups made up of a mix of Commission members and brainstormed ways each Commission could contribute to accomplish the goals.  (Council Meeting was moved to 6:30 on the 22nd, and all Commission members were invited to arrive at 7pm. )

Other Comments: Sue wanted to let us know that St. John's does have a cemetery located in Lisbon.  There is a council for this, which is separate from the church.  Currently, lot prices run $175 per lot.  This will be published this fall to the parish because as of January 1, 2012, prices will increase to $200.  This is still very affordable, as most others charge anywhere between $350 and $500+.
